· Engagement activities, public programmes 
· Conservation
Funding available
The maximum grant available is £20,000.00. There is no minimum. No match funding is required. 
Funding from other sources may be used to complete the purchase where an objects value is over £20,000.00. 
This is a rolling grant programme with funding available on a first come first serve basis however, we may not accept applications for purchases that cannot be completed before the 28 February 2027.
